1. Key points and Summary

1.1 To consider and determine an application in respect of the premises detailed
above.

1.2  The application relates to all the Corporate Priorities within the Community Plan.

1.3  An application for a Summary (Expedited) Review of a Premises Licence was
submitted by the Police on the 29" March 2018, having been satisfied that the
premises is associated with serious disorder. The application is attached as
Appendix 1. Interim steps were considered on 4" April 2018.

1.4 The Licensing Authority is now required by virtue of section 53A (2) (b) Licensing
Act 2003 (the Act), to consider the application at a full review hearing within 28
days following the day upon which the application was received.

1.5 The Sub-Committee is required to consider:

a) What steps it considers appropriate for the promotion of the licensing
objectives
b) Determine whether the Interim Step should cease to have effect or become

the subject of any steps which it considers appropriate when making
determination on the Review.

The measures available to the Licensing Authority in addition to taking no action
are:

a) the modification of conditions on the Premises Licence; and/or

b) the exclusion of the sale of alcohol from the scope of the licence; and/or
C) the removal of the Designated Premises Supervisor; and/or

d) suspension of the licence; or

e) revocation of the licence

At the hearing on 4" April 2018, Members resolved to suspend the Premises
Licence pending the Full Review hearing. The Interim Step will remain in force
until the determination of any subsequent appeal, unless lifted at the Full Review
hearing.

Introduction

Following the application by the Superintendent on behalf of the Chief Officer of
Devon and Cornwall Police for the Torbay area, Members of the Licensing Sub-
Committee considered and determined on 4™ April 2018, whether interim steps
were appropriate as required by virtue of regulations to the Licensing Act 2003
and determined to suspend the Premises Licence until the outcome of a Full
Review hearing.

A brief description of the grounds of the section 53A application is as follows:

At 0044 hrs on the morning of Saturday 10 March 2019 Police received a call
from a male (Male 1) who stated that he had been assaulted by the door staff of
Winstons (log 43 of 10/03/18 refers). This male stated that the door staff had
grabbed him and thrown him out of the premises and in the process they pushed
him to the ground causing a head injury.

Upon Police arrival at 0049 hrs the aggrieved was located and it was apparent
that he had 2 open wounds to the rear of his head that were bleeding. He stated
he could not recall what had happened other than he was hit and fell backwards,
hurting his head. He could not remember who had hit him or give a description of
that person.

The details in the application from the Police continue to expand on the incident
and other relevant information. It concludes with the following paragraph:-

Due to the serious nature of this incident, which could have resulted in serious
injury or even a fatality, where the door stewards and DPS showed a total
disregard to their duty of care towards their patrons, the police recommend that
the licence is suspended with immediate effect in order to ensure the public
safety licensing objective is met. This will then allow for the police to meet with
the Premise Licence Holder, or his representative, in order to discuss the future
management of the premises.

The full details are shown in the application from the Police which is shown as
Appendix 1.
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2.4  The current Premises Licence including hours of operation, permitted activities
and current conditions is attached for information at Appendix 2.

2.5 The application was properly made and the Licensing Authority is satisfied that it
was submitted at the appropriate level of authorisation as required by law i.e.
Superintendent level or above. Advertisement of the application was conducted
in accordance with Regulations.

2.6  There have been no Representations from any Responsible Authority or any
Interested Party.

2.7  Appropriate Notices have been issued to all parties, as required by the Licensing
Act 2003 (Hearing Regulations) 2005, including, where appropriate, details of
the Representations and the procedure to be followed at the hearing.

2.8  Once the matter is determined, a Right of Appeal to the Magistrates’ Court is
granted by Section 181 of the Act and, by Paragraph 8(2) of Schedule 5 to :-
(@) the Applicant for the Review,
(b)  the holder of the Premises Licence, or
(c) any other person who made relevant Representations in relation to the
application.

In the event that an Appeal is entered, the determination will not have affect until
the Appeal is either determined or withdrawn.

2.9 Following such Appeal, the Magistrates’ Court may:-
(@) dismiss the Appeal,
(b)  substitute for the decision appealed against any other decision which
could have been made by the Licensing Authority, or
(c) remit the case to the Licensing Authority to dispose of it in accordance
with the direction of the Court,
and may make such an order as to costs as it thinks fit.

At 0044 hrs on the morning of Saturday 10 March 2018 police received a call from a male
(Male 1) who stated that he had been assaulied by the door staff of Winstons (Log 43 of
10/03/18 refers). This male stated that the door staff had grabbed him and thrown him out of
the premises and in the process they pushed him to the ground causing a head injury.

Upon police arrival at 0049 hrs the aggrieved was located and it was apparent that he had 2
open wounds to the rear of his head that were bleeding. He stated he could not recall what
had happened other than that he was hit and fell backwards, hurting his head. He could not
remember who had hit him or give a description of that person.

The aggrieved was in the company of his friend (Male 2) who stated that he too had been
assaulted and Male 1's wife stated that she saw who did it but she could not give a
description of this male other than he was a stocky white male.

Police spoke with door staff who stated that they did not know what happened and had
ejected one male but there were no issues,

Police took Male 1 and his wife home as he initially refused hospital treatment. However
after a few hours he felt ill so went to A&E and his wounds were seen to. It was confirmed
that he had 2 cuts on the back of his head that had to be glued. One wound was 1 inch long
and the other was approximately 2 inches long and both were described by the nurse as
‘deep wounds'.

Subsequently the DPS, John Mudge, was requested to download the CCTV footage for the
incident and leave it for officers to collect the following day.

The CCTV was collected and sent to our Video Processing Unit. When it was returned to
PC TIFFANY-JAMES, the investigating officer, it clearly showed the following:

Daor staff eject Male 2 from the premises and Male 1 was manhandled out of the premises
and pushed backwards into the road.

At this point 3 door stewards can be seen on the pavement outside Winstons. Male 1 and
Male 2 walk back onto the pavement and a dispute continues, resulting in a member of the
public punching Male 1. As a result of this punch, Male 1 falls onto his back in the road and
is motionless for a short period of time. A coach then comes along the road, and thankfully it
is not being driven at an excessive speed, as the front wheels narrowly miss male 1's head.
By chance at this point the male starts to sit up which prevents the trailing rear wheels of the
coach from running over his head and causing him serious injury.

He is then seen to drag himself to his feet and then stumbles onto the pavement and is
clearly very unsteady on his feet. He stumbles towards a door steward however instead of
offering any form of assistance, the door steward pushes him away with such force that he
falls straight onto his back into the road again, with his head hitting the floor with
considerable force. At this point he appears to have been knocked unconscious and is seen
laying still for severa! minutes.
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During the part of the incident where the door steward pushed Male 1, the DPS John Mudge
is seen less than 3 meires away and has a clear and unobstructed view of the incident. In
fact he is seen to look directly at the male lying prone in the road. As Male 1 lays
unconscious on the road no staff from this premises go to help or assist him but he can be
seen being attended to by members of the public, who also divert on-coming traffic around
him, preventing him from being run over.

Furthermore, there is no record of the police receiving any contact from the door staff or the
DPS 1o report this incident. The police only attended after Male 1 had contacted the police
and be rang about 10 minutes after the incident had concluded.

For the duration of time that the police were at Winstons, the DPS did not approach the
police to offer any information and was stood outside the front of the building just watching
what was going on.

The door steward company that supplies stewards to this premises is Fortem Security Ltd,
whose correspondence address is Winstons, 62 Victoria Street, Paignton, and the directors
of this company are John Mudge, the DPS, and Simon Mabin, a door steward at the
premises, who was present throughout this incident.

From her past experience of dealing with this premise Mrs Smart, my Police Licensing
Officer, has advised me that the Premises Licence Holder, Mr Hossam EI-Din Fahmy Gobriel
Kasbar, is a 1who has no involvement in the management of this
premises. Infactin October 2012 he was invited to attend a meeting regarding concerns in
relation to his premises, however he was too busy to attend and sent a solicitor in his
absence.

Due to the serious nature of this incident, which could have resulted in serious injury or even
a fatality, where the door stewards and DPS showed a total disregard to their duty of care
towards their patrons, the police recommend that the licence is suspended with immediate
effect in order to ensure the public safety licensing objective is met. This will then allow for
the police to meet with the Premises Licence Holder, or his representative, in order to
discuss the future management of his premises.

ANNEXE 1
MANDATORY CONDITION: WHERE LICENCE AUTHORISES SUPPLY OF ALCOHOL
1) No supply of alcohol may be made under the premises licence:-
{a) at a time where there is no designated premises supervisor in respect of the premises licence, or

(b} at a time when the designated premises supervisor does not hold a personal licence or his/her personal licence is

suspended.

2) Every supply of alcohol under the premises licence must be made or authorised by a person who helds a personal
licence.

3) (1) The responsible person must ensure that staff on relevant premises do not carry out, arrange or paricipate in any

irresponsible promotions in relation to the premises.

(2) In this paragraph, an irresponsible promotion means any one or more of the following activities, or substantially
similar activities, carried on for the purpose of encouraging the sale or supply of alcohol for consumption on the
premises:-

(a) games or other activities which require or encourage, or are designed {0 require or encourage, individuals to:-
(i) drink a quantity of alcchol within a time limit (other than to drink alcohol sold or supplied on the premises
before the cessation of the period in which the responsible person is authorised to sell or supply alcohal), or
(ii) drink as much alcohol as possible {(whether within a time limit or otherwise);

(b) provision of unlimited or unspecified quantities of alcohol free or for a fixed or discounted fee to the public orto a
group defined by a particular characteristic in a manner which carries a significant risk of undermining a licensing
objective;

(c} provision of free or discounted alcchol or any other thing as a prize to encourage or reward the purchase and
consumption of alcohol over a period of 24 hours or less in a manner which carries a significant risk of undermining a
licensing objective;

(d) selling or supplying alcohol in association with promotional pesters or flyers on, or in the vicinity of, the premises
which can reasonably be considerad to condong, encourage or glamorise anti-social behaviour or to refer to the effects
of drunkenness in any favourable manner;

(&) dispensing alcohol directly by one person into the mouth of ancther {other than where that other person is unable to
drink without assistance by reason of disability).

4) The responsible parson must ensure that free potable watear is provided on request fo customers where it is reasonably
available.
5) (1) The premises licence holder or club premises certificate holder must ensure that an age verification policy is

adopted in respect of the premises in relation to the sale or supply of alcohol.

(2) The designated premisas supervisor in relation to the premises licence must ensure that the supply of alcohol at the
premises is carrigd on in accordance with the age verification policy.

(3) The policy must require individuals who appear to the responsible person to be under 18 years of age (or such older
age as may be specified in the policy) to produce on request, before being served alcohol, identification bearing their
photograph, date of birth and either:-
(a) a holographic mark, or
(b} an ultraviolet feature.

6) The responsible person must ensure that:-
{a) where any of the following alccholic drinks is sold or supplied for consumption on the premises (other than alcohalic

drinks sold or supplied having been made up in advance ready for sale or supply in a securely closed container) it is
available to customers in the following measures:-

CONDITIONS CONSISTENT WITH THE OPERATING SCHEDULE
General

The Prevention of Crime and Disorder

1. There shall be no entry to anyone who appears to be excessively intoxicated and the premises shall operate a
breathalyser scheme,

2. Persons on leaving the Premises and using adjacent car parks and highways must be reminded to conduct themselves
in an orderly manner and do not in any way cause annoyance to residents or persons passing by. This shall be done
with the use of signage and staff asking them politely to be as quiet as is possible

a A CCTV system of an evidential standard must be installed to the satisfaction of the police, and the system to be in
operation at all times the premises are open to the public. All recordings from that system must be kept for a period of
14 days and the police to have access to recordings at any reasonable time.

4. On any night when the premises are closing after midnight door supervisor/stewards must be provided on the premises
from 10pm at a ratio of 1:100 based on occupancy.

5. From 10pm all drinks must be served in shatterproof glasses and no alcohol is to be served in glass bottles from which
it is intended or likely that a person shall drink.

6. Regular glass and bottle collection must be undertaken throughout the premises.

7. On every operational day when door supervision is required from 10pm then those door stewards employed on front of

house duties shall wear high visibility reflective jackets for the entirety of their duty.

B. The premises shall become a member of the Torbay Licensing Forum and a reprasentative shall attend at least 2
meelings a year.

8. Premises must join and maintain membership of the Nitenet Radio Communications Scheme.

Public Safety

1. Facilities and equipment suitable for the number of patrons and the type of event undertaken shall be provided to
enable first-aid treatment to be given promptly in the event of injury to patrons or staff.

2. The seating must at all times ensure free unobstructed access to all exit doors.

3. The air management system within the premises must be used during entertainment. The system must be regularly
maintained.

The Prevention of Public Nuisance

1. Noisa or vibration shall not emanate from the premises such as to cause persons in the neighbourhood to be
unreasonably disturbed. In general terms, neise from the premises should not be audible within any noise sensilive
premises (e.g. dwelling) with windows open for normal ventilation especially after 11pm. This shall be assessed from
